The Resort



Morzine is a traditional alpine town in the Savoyard region of France. The town centre has a large selection of shops, a weekly market, cafes, restaurants, lively bars and nightclubs. It has the ambience of a friendly, self-contained, unpretentious community whilst blending into an international ski resort.

Getting there


Morzine is situated 75kms from Geneva, which is serviced by regular flights out of Heathrow, Gatwick, Luton, Manchester, Liverpool, East Midlands and other regional airports.  British Airways, Crossair, BMI and Easy Jet are among the airlines which fly to Geneva.  Transfer time to the resort is usually an hour and a quarter by car, taxi or bus. Driving to Morzine is extremely easy and will take anything from 7-10 hrs from Calais.  There are motorways to within 30kms of the resort and tolls are about £50 each way.


The skiing 



Morzine is at the heart of the Portes du Soleil, which is renowned as the largest linked ski area in the world, encompassing 12 resorts in France and Switzerland. There are 650kms of marked piste, and vast areas of off-piste skiing, all serviced by over 240 lifts, and in excess of 60 mountain restaurants. The Portes du Soleil is the most northerly ski resort in France, with skiing up to an altitude of 2,470m and so benefits from excellent snow cover throughout the season. There is an abundance of runs to suit every standard of skier; from nursery slopes for beginners; through extensive cruisy blues and reds for intermediaries; to black runs (the Swiss Wall is not named lightly), mogul fields, and off-piste opportunities for the more adventurous. Both Morzine, and the linked resort of Avoriaz, are renowned by snowboarders and cross-country skiers for their runs and facilities, which are rated as being the best in Europe


The non-skier
Morzine offers a host of activities for those not wanting to ski. In addition to the shopping, bars and restaurants, there is an ice rink, ice hockey (spectators only), tobogganing, sleigh rides, skidoos, paragliding, two cinemas, two nightclubs and regular local events. Geneva, Lac Leman, Annecy and many historical Savoyard villages are at hand for sightseeing. For the quiet life, there are many mountain restaurants accessible to the non-skier, where you can enjoy the scenery, top up the tan and simply relax.


The little people


Morzine is well suited for family holidays with children of all ages. As well as all the non-skiing activities, both the French ski school (ESF) and British ski school (BASS) organise a wide range of English speaking ski classes for would be skiers from the age of 4 yrs upwards. (NB. Under 5’s doesn’t need a ski pass). Crèche facilities, babysitting, and general childcare can also be arranged to give flexibility to the grown ups, both on and off the slopes.






The chalet



Chalet Manupa/Clevie is a modern but traditional style alpine chalet situated on its own land in a peaceful, elevated location, with stunning views over the valley of the Dranse, one mile from the town centre and the Super Morzine lifts. It consists of two adjoining but independent chalets.

                      Chalet Manupa is on two levels: The first floor consists of two double and two twin bedrooms. The ground floor is open-plan, consisting of a large lounge area and an equally large dining area for 16 people and more. There is a TV, video, stereo and games. The fully fitted kitchen has an oven, gas hob, fridge, freezer, dish-washer, washing-machine, dryer, microwave, crockery and all utensils that you would need. There is a further double bedroom off the lounge. There are 2 shower rooms, one with a WC and an additional WC.

                      Chalet Clevie is on three half levels and has 1 double and 2 twin bedrooms, one of which has a mezzanine within it which can accommodate another 3, making it ideal for children. There is an open plan lounge, dining and kitchen area, all with the same facilities and furnished to the same high standard as Chalet Manupa. The two can be opened up to become one self-contained chalet sleeping 16 plus, with twice the facilities of a traditional chalet. Other essentials such as linen, towels, hair dryers, iron and general household goods are all provided.
                      Cots and high chairs are also available for the toddlers.

Outside there are 2 terraces, a garden and ample off street parking for 5 cars.


Other Accomodation  


We liaise with other small operators and private chalet owners in the resort, so can find accommodation to meet your requirements. Just let us know your numbers and whether you want self-catered, catered or a chalet hotel and we will endeavour to find you suitable accommodation for your holiday.            


The package

Practicalities
The prices and dates are based on Saturday to Saturday occupancy for simplicity. However it is possible to accommodate mixed dates and weekend breaks, so please call to check availability.  The Portes du Soleil lends itself to a car if you want to explore all the resort, but it is certainly not a pre-requisite. The free bus service stops 150m from the chalet door to take you to the centre of town and ski lifts. There are local taxi services that are not expensive and there will be someone available to drive you around by arrangement.

BOOKING CONDITIONS AND INFORMATION:

1.  Contracts - A Binding contract is only entered into when Ski-Q Ltd has issued a Confirmation Invoice.  This takes place after we have received a completed and signed Booking Form with payment of the deposit.

2. Payments - An initial deposit of £80 per person is required together with the Booking Form.  If booking less than 6 weeks prior to your holiday the full amount is payable.  Any balance is due 6 weeks prior to departure.  If the balance is not received in time we reserve the right to cancel your holiday and apply the cancellation conditions as set out below.

3. Travel Details - Because the majority of our holidays are individually tailored it is not possible to include all information concerning travel details in our brochure.  Any travel arrangements we make on your behalf will be included in the confirmation invoice.

4. Cancellations by you

4.1 You may cancel your holiday at any time, provided that the person signing the Booking Form confirms the cancellation in writing.  If you cancel your booking more than six weeks before departure we will retain your deposit.  If you cancel less than six weeks before departure we will use reasonable effort to cancel any travel arrangements, accommodation and other services but it may not always be possible to obtain refunds and therefore the following cancellation charges will apply:

4.2 You may change your booking by transferring it to another person provided that you, or the transferee, pay any balance due before we authorize the transfer, and the transfer meets all the conditions of the holiday you booked

5. Cancellations by Ski-Q Ltd - Where a group holiday is booked, if the required minimum number of holiday makers (as stated in the itinerary) is not reached we will, subject to 30 days warning, either cancel the holiday, offer a full refund, or apply a supplement subject to your approval.

6. Alterations by you  - We will do our best to make any alterations you may require after confirmation has been issued subject to the payment of any increased costs relevant to the change, and if less than 6 weeks prior to departure in addition a £30 charge will be levied together with any communication costs incurred.

7. Alterations by Ski-Q Ltd 

7.1 Occasionally we have to make changes (including changes of price) for reasons of ‘force majeure’.  This legal tern means unusual and unforeseeable circumstances beyond our control, the consequences of which neither our suppliers nor we can avoid.  Examples are war or threat of war, riots, civil strife, terrorist activity, industrial disputes, natural or nuclear disaster, fire or adverse weather conditions.

7.2 If the alteration is significant (see 7.3 below) then we will notify you as soon as possible and offer you the choice of: i) accepting the modification, ii) changing the booking to an alternative holiday, or iii) canceling and receiving a full refund.  If the alternative is cheaper we will refund the difference, and if it is more expensive you will pay the difference to us.

7.3 Significant alterations are a change in the resort or a change to a different standard of accommodation.

7.4 If there is a minor alteration (i.e. any change not included in 7.3 above) then we will try to notify you, though we are not obliged to do so, nor are we obliged to pay compensation.

7.5 As the travel arrangements that we arrange are for small numbers of passengers we can make no special arrangements if your travel is delayed.

8. Liability - Should you or one of the persons included in your booking suffer death, personal injury or illness arising out of an activity forming part of your holiday arrangements, we will accept responsibility unless there has been no fault on our part or our suppliers and the cause was your own or the relevant persons fault, or one which neither we no our suppliers could have anticipated or avoided even with the exercise of all due care.  However, where death or personal injury is suffered in the course of air, rail or sea travel and chalet accommodation we limit our liability to compensate you in accordance with the relevant international law conventions, which limit liability.  Where the cause of death or personal injury is the act or omission of our agents, suppliers or sub-contractors our acceptance of liability is subject to you assigning to us your rights against them and to your co-operation with us in any legal action we may wish to take against them.  The maximum liability for any damages other than for personal injury or illness will be limited to the price paid for the holiday.

9.  Insurance - It is an essential condition of you booking a holiday that you take out adequate holiday insurance to our reasonable satisfaction.  We will ask you to let us have evidence of the insurance at least six weeks prior to departure or at the time of booking if later.  We reserve the right to terminate your booking if you fail to obtain travel insurance cover.

10. Complaints - If you have any complaint you should make it known at the earliest opportunity to our local representative. If at the end of your trip you feel that your complaint has not been properly dealt with, you must first notify us in writing within 30 days of your scheduled date of return and we will do our best to resolve the problem. 

11. Jurisdiction - All matters from your contract with us are governed by English Law and are subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts.

12. Variation in brochure details - All information and prices contained in our brochure were correct when printed in July 2002, you will be told of any changes before any booking is confirmed.
